The lessons we teach in 8th grade include:

1.) Interview and Employment Skills: We prepare our students for the interview process,

teaclll them how to write their first resume' and discuss the qualities of a desirable

employee.

2.) Goal Setting and Academic Preparedness: We teach our students how to effectively set

SMART short term and long term academic, personal, physical and spiritual goals for

themselves. This is imperative to do before they begin high school. Far too often, students

reach 11th grade and wish they had put pen to paper an(f actually achieved their goals,

rather than wander aimlessly through high school. At that point they then find themselves

with limited chances to correct their course and make up for lost time with

academic and extra-curricular opportunities.

3.) First Dance Essentials: We prepare them for every aspect of their first high school

dance! We cover everything from "the ask", picking up their date and meeting the parents,

Hinning on the boutonniere, making a dinner reservation, tipping, being an appreciative
ate, wrapping up the evening and every detail in between! Walking through these details

give our students confidence and set proper expectations for a fun evening!

4.) Dating/Relationship Essentials: High School dating isn't what it used to be! We discuss

the proper sequence of dating and how to respectfully %reak up with someone...this session

prompts some really good discussion! The new norms of “snapping”, "talking", "hanging

out" and "ghosting" are a result of our culture and technology diluting some of the

imperative fundamentals of healthy friendships and relationships.

Drop-off/Pick-up:

The MCC has requested that TSC participants NOT use the valet drop off circle. For drop-
off and pick up, please park your car in a space and feel free to walk your child to the door
if you would like. I will%lave one of my assistants there to show there where to go once
inside. The MCC has also requested that parents refrain from coming inside the
club for drop off, pick up or pictures. We will wrap up our evening at 9:30pm and the
children will be dismissed to head outside to meet you for pick up.

Refund Policy: IMPORTANT

If I must cancel class for any reason (inclement weather, illness, etc.), I will do my very
best to offer a make-up date. If I am unable to host a make-up class, I will gladly reimburse
you $50 for each class that is cancelled. For reference, in my 13 years of hosting TSC, I
have only had to cancel 1 class ever, and this was due to the Spring 2020 Covid-19
outbreak. Please note that I do not offer make-up classes for students that have to miss
class due to a conflict. I do, however, review the teaching content and dancing instructions
from the previous class at the beginning of each subsequent class. If you have any
questions, please do not hesitate to call, or email me.

If circumstances arise and due to a conflict and your child will not be able to participate,
The Social Class refund policy is as follows:

« If you withdraw 4 weeks before classes begin and a replacement can be found, you
will receive a full refund, less a $75 administration fee.



« If you withdraw 4 weeks before classes begin and a replacement cannot be found,
you will be reimbursed half of your money.
« If you withdraw within 4 weeks of classes beginning, you will not receive a refund.

Food Allergies: If pertinent, please make sure and list any food allergies and sensitivities
when completing the registration form.

Please Note: The Social Class is unable to make exceptions for children to register for a
class that is different than the grade they are in. Additionally, we are only equipped to
serve students who are socially mature, able to sit quietly and listen and are capable of
interacting in an age-appropriate manner with students their own age.
